Excellent feed bunks have be en 
installed in Lightning Creek and other areas which allows 
for less labor and feed cost. Winter feeding is don e in 
basically 2 areas: 
· Unit 1 at Lightning Creek & Box Canyon  
· The remainder of the cows will spend the winter at Crow 

Creek. The calves are in the feed lot on Crow Creek . 
 
The ranch employs seven full-time employees.

Ranch Profile:  The range land is part of the Zumwalt prairie, whic h is one 
of the last of the native grasslands that historica lly covered 
a large part of North America. Closed for outside h unting for 
several years, many herds of mule deer, white tail deer and 
elk reside on the ranch. Game birds include chukers , quail, 
duck and pheasant .  



Area Profile:  This ranch represents a unique opportunity to combi ne 
outstanding recreation, hunting and cattle ranching   -  all 
in the heart of Wallowa County. This is the land of  the 
famous Nez Perce, Chief Joseph. The spectacular Hel ls 
Canyon, Imnaha River, Snake River and Wallowa Lake are 
all in close proximity. The rugged Wallowa Mountain s, 
also known as the “Switzerland of America” are home  to 
the Eagle Cap Wilderness Area, the largest wilderne ss area 
in the Pacific Northwest. The fertile and productiv e valley 
provides a beautiful home and workplace for most of  the 
area’s 7,250 residents. In addition to agriculture,  the 
economy is based on timber, recreation and a thrivi ng 
artist’s community. Quality of life is an important  asset 
that the region offers. The sense of community, the  
relatively low cost of living, access to education,  lack of 
major crime, cultural opportunities, rural lifestyl e and a 
lack of congestion are components that contribute t o the 
region’s quality of life.  
 
The city of Joseph, Oregon is approximately 19 mile s from 
the ranch headquarters on Lightning Creek. Joseph i s 330 
miles east of Portland, 117 miles east of Pendleton , 77 
miles east of LaGrande and 243 miles northwest of B oise.  
 
The Joseph State Airport is one mile west of Joseph  at an 
elevation of 4120 feet and can handle aircraft up t o small 
jets on it’s paved 6,000 foot runway. National pass enger 
and airfreight service is available from Pendleton,  Oregon 
and Lewiston, Idaho.
